          High social vulnerability due to ageing and depopulation

Local authorities needed integrated, localised climate risk insights
to support adaptation planning.

Molise now uses a set of integrated indicators combining climate and
local data, including:

         People and infrastructure exposed to flood risks 
         Extent of flood-prone areas 
         Impacts on agriculture and rural livelihoods 
         Soil degradation and desertification risks 
         Forest composition and protected areas

Co-design ensures relevance for regional authorities 
Dashboards translate complexity into usable knowledge
