The focus: from complex, multi-sector data = to actionable adaptation insights

What Changed?

Two main areas are now monitored through VALORADA tools:
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Agriculture & water management Urban heat & population vulnerability
- Crop water needs (current and future scenarios) - Exposure to heatwaves
- Irrigation rates and agricultural land use - Access to cooling areas and green spaces
- Impact of climate variability on productivity - Urban vegetation and wellbeing indicators
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All integrated into dashboards, enabling:

/- Better understanding of climate impacts across territories
ul Anticipation of future water and heat risks
